Diagnostic Score of 4 - 5:

e Student’s placement depends on if they are a first-time freshman or a continuing or transfer student.

If a student is a first-time freshman and has a GPA of 3.6 or higher, they will take limited support corequisite math
(sections 60 — 79).

If a student is a first-time freshman and has a GPA of 3.59 or less, they will take full support corequisite math
(sections 80+).

If a student is a continuing or transfer student, they will take full support corequisite math (sections 80+).

Transfer and Continuing Students:
e Al transfer and continuing students will take full support corequisite math (sections 80+).
