Being a member of the community implies relationships and activities that occur outside the
family unit. The relationships and activities may occur with or without support. The design will
vary by student, the disability, family dynamics, the level of support needed, and transportation.
Most social relationships occur within the context of recreation/leisure, so the following mapping
